- Padding not heavy. Stitches and edges

smooth and even. Stitches of appropriate
length.

- Finishing: Back of article neat, corners well
made and ends of thread properly held in
place. All pictures or samplers must be
framed and properly wired.

» To determine size, measure the picture or

sampler not the frame.
« State on entry whether self-framed or
professionally framed.

Please note: Article should be presented clean.

Antique quilts are for display only, at your own
risk. Limited to three per year.
