Current health papers are required.

Disbudding/Dehorning not required for Meat Goats. Horns 4” or more must be tipped for
NYS fair.

Meat Goat identification Requirements:

If registered: must have a tattoo that matches their registration papers.

If unregistered: must have a Scrapie tag.

An exhibitor may enter as many animals per class, but will only receive two premiums
per class-ribbons awarded as judged.

Animals shown in group classes must have been shown in individual classes.

A family may show as one exhibitor or members of a family may show as individual
exhibitors.

Exhibitors must follow standards printed in front of this book. All exhibitors must clean up
areas used by them through out the week as well as before leaving. Failure to do so will
cause forfeiture of prizes.

Exhibitors must be limited to those who will be exhibiting all week.

Bucks can only enter the fairgrounds Monday morning of the show. Be vet checked and
then must leave the premises of the fairgrounds immediately following the conclusion of
the show.
