There will be no judging of
horses. All classes are run on a time/faults basis on driver's
ability.

An animal, for this show, shall be any draft horse/pony
pulling the required wagon/cart using HEAVY HARNESS.

ALL YOUTH PARTICIPANTS (DRIVERS/RIDERS/HELPERS) ARE
REQUIRED TO PROVIDE AND WEAR THEIR OWN ASTM
APPROVED HELMETS WHEN ON A WAGON, WHETHER IN
THE SHOW RING OR WARMING UP.

There will be FOUR DIVISIONS:

Sec. 1: Adult driver age 17 & over driving Horses.

Sec. 2: Youth driver age 8-16 driving Horses with an adult
on seat.

Sec. 3: Adult driver age 17 & over driving Ponies/Mules.

Sec. 4:Youth driver age 8-16 driving Ponies/Mules w/an
adult on seat.

Combo Class Rules:

$ Male and female to drive a split-class. This can be
Adult/Adult or Youth/Adult to drive, but each
Combo must have one Adult and must be a
male/female combination.

$ One driver goes through obstacle in one direction
then passes the lines to the other driver who
continues through the same obstacle in the opposite
direction.

$ The switching of drivers needs to be completed
before entering the first obstacle, after crossing the
start/finish line.
